Player of the Week: Nick Campbell (Bryant), Little Falls

Nick Campbell batted .400 (6-for-15) and scored six runs in three
games for the Miners to win his second-straight Player of the Week
award. Campbell drove in three runs, ripped two doubles and put
together a .533 slugging percentage. He had at least two hits in every
game and recorded a pair of multi-run games. The Raynham, Mass.,
native scored three runs in a win over Watertown on July 9. Friday
night, Campbell ripped a walk-off single as the Miners defeated the
Phillies at Veteran’s Memorial Park.

Pitcher of the Week: Shane Davis (Canisius), Glens Falls

For the second time this season, Shane Davis has been chosen as the
Eastern Division Pitcher of the Week. Davis pitched a complete game
two-hit shutout against first-place Amsterdam on July 9. He walked
one, struck out three and faced two batters over the minimum. Davis
was perfect through five innings and did not allow an Amsterdam hit
until the eighth inning. The Belmont, Ont., native is 3-0 this summer
with a league-best 0.22 earned run average. Davis went 12-1 during
the spring at Canisius College.

Player of the Week: Adam Eggemeyer (SIU Edwardsville), Hornell

NYCBL all-star Adam Eggemeyer hit .500 (7-for-14) and drove in five
runs during three games for the Dodgers last week. He scored two
runs, doubled and compiled a .571 slugging percentage. Eggemeyer
had two multi-hit and two multi-RBI games as the Dodgers went 3-0.
He went 3-for-4 with three RBI against Bolivar on July 9. Eggemeyer
had two hits and two RBI in a comeback win over Webster on Saturday.
The Steeleville, Ill., native leads the Western Division in hits (42) and
batting average (.404).

Pitcher of the Week: Logan Hull (Texas Lutheran), Brockport

Logan Hull is the second Brockport Riverbats pitcher to be selected as
Western Division Pitcher of the Week. Hull tossed a three-hit shutout
over eight innings as the Riverbats defeated the Elmira Pioneers on July
10. He walked one, struck out four and faced three batters over the
minimum. Hull retired 22 of the 27 batters he faced and allowed just
one runner past second base. The Victoria, Texas, native is 4-1 with a
2.94 earned run average this summer.

WEEKLY TEAM NOTES

Allegany County (3-2 week, 14-12 overall): In the up-and-down peloton of
the Western Division behind Hornell and Brockport, Allegany County proved to
be the most consistent with a 3-2 week. After a doubleheader split with Webster
and a loss to Hornell, the Nitros closed out the week with a tight win over
Elmira, 7-6, and a 10-2 triumph against Bolivar...Ken Long (Illinois State)
pitched a season-high six innings of four-hit relief versus Bolivar on Saturday
night and struck out seven to earn the win...All-star Joe Scarlata (Columbia)
nearly pitched his fourth complete game of the season in Allegany County’s win
over Elmira. He worked into the ninth and gave way to Matt Weber (Canisius)
with a runner on first and one out. Weber sat down two-straight EImira batters
to end the game...The consistent Nitros have not won more than three-straight
games this season and have not lost more than two in a row...First baseman
Ryan Holley (Binghamton) scored the eventual game-winning run against Elmira
on a successful double steal. He is tied for the team lead with six
swipes...Crunching the Numbers: Allegany County has played in just four one-
run games this season..Who's Hot: Damon Arnold (Alderson-Broaddus) hit
.438, recorded seven hits, four RBI, four runs scored and two extra-base hits.
Alex Raetzloff (Webster) plated eight runs in only four games.

Amsterdam (3-1 week, 20-9 overall): A split with first-place Glens Falls and
a pair of two-run wins were the story this past week for the Mohawks.
Amsterdam fell to Glens Falls, 4-0, on Wednesday but took a 5-4 decision on
Friday night to improve their record against the Golden Eagles to 4-2...The
Mohawks have not won more than 25 games since posting a 29-18 mark to win
the Eastern Division regular season title in 2005. Two more wins would also
guarantee Amsterdam its first winning season since that same year...In six
games against Glens Falls, all-star Mark Onorati (Manhattan) is hitting .350 with
two home runs and eight RBI...Logan Darnell (Kentucky) and Ricky Breymier
(Pittsburgh) combined on a six-hit shutout against Saratoga on Thursday night
at Shuttleworth Park. Darnell hurled a four-hitter over seven innings and
Breymier whiffed six in two frames. It's the first Amsterdam shutout win at
home this season...Mike Spina (Cincinnati) and Mark Onorati have combined to
hit 10 home runs, that is more than nine other teams in the league...Crunching
the Numbers: Four of Amsterdam’s pitchers have recorded at least one save
and three have two saves...Who's Hot: Chris Bisson (Kentucky) and Mike Spina
had three hits and three runs apiece in four games. Sean Gregory (Albany)
posted two saves in three scoreless relief appearances.

Bennington (2-4 week, 11-17 overall): Despite being rained out on
Wednesday and fighting the rain on Sunday, the Bombers still managed to play
six games, including four against rival Watertown. Bennington and Watertown
traded shutouts in Vermont on Thursday as the Bombers ended a five-game
losing streak with an 8-0 win in the night cap. Twenty-four hours later, the two
teams split a doubleheader in Watertown where the losing team in each game
had one run...Bennington slugged a season single-game high three home runs in
their 8-0 win over Watertown; Michael Sudol (Boston College), Andy Drexel
(Hartford) and Dylan Stone (Bryant) all went deep...Six of Bennington’s 10 home
runs have been hit at Southern Vermont College...Keith Rakus (Vermont) and
Mitch Eilenberg (UMass) each pitched a seven-inning complete game during
Bennington’s four-game series with Watertown...Rudy Jovanovski (Ouachita
Baptist) leads the Eastern Division with 21 walks...Crunching the Numbers:
The Bombers are one win shy of surpassing last season’s total of 12
wins..Who's Hot: Michael Sudol (Boston College) belted home runs in back-to-
back games against Watertown. Andy Drexel (Hartford) hit .500 and drove in a
team-high five runs in just three games.

Bolivar (1-3 week, 7-22 overall): Due to scheduling and poor weather, the
Athletics played just three games this past week...All-star Craig Page (Lyon)
tossed eight scoreless innings in a 5-1 win over Niagara at home. Page leads
Bolivar with two wins in three starts, his lone defeat came at home against
Elmira on June 29...After belting 10 home runs in the All-Star Home Run Derby,
Hayden Moss (Arizona State) picked up where he left off, smashing a home run
against Hornell on Wednesday in an 8-7 loss...All-star Kevin Cope (UAB) posted
hits in 10-straight games from June 25 through July 10 and he hit .359 during
that span with eight runs batted in. He’'s among the division leaders with 19
RBI...After losing to the Dodgers, 10-2, at home on July 1, the A’s nearly
shocked the Dodgers on July 9. Bolivar exploded for a five-run sixth inning but
allowed four runs over the final three innings to lose a controversial 8-7
decision......... Crunching the Numbers: The Athletics are 7-0 when leading after
eight innings...Who's Hot: Hayden Moss scored five runs in four games and
slammed his second home run of the season. Cody Fuqua (Williams Baptist) has
a team-high 12 multi-hit games.

Brockport (3-1 week, 19-8 overall): Brockport had its eight-game winning
streak snapped on Wednesday in a 3-2 loss to Geneva. But, the red-hot
Riverbats answered that loss with three-straight wins, including back-to-back
shutout starts from Western Division Pitcher of the Week Logan Hull (Texas
Lutheran) and Ryan O’Rourke (Merrimack)...Since a five-game losing streak in
late June, the ‘Bats have won 11 of their last 12 games...Brockport pitchers have

Elmira (0-4 week, 11-15 overall): The struggles continue for the Southern
Tier squad as the Pioneers put together a 0-4 week that included a pair of losses
to Brockport, one to Niagara and one to Allegany County. The week ended with
back-to-back one-run losses. Friday, the Pios pounded all-star Joe Scarlata for
six runs and 12 hits but could not hold a 6-5 lead in the seventh inning and lost,
7-6.

Hornell (3-0 week, 21-5 overall): With three weeks remaining in the season,
Hornell remains in the catbird’s seat in the Western Division...In a short week,
the Dodgers posted three wins, including two comeback wins and plated 23
runs...Hornell survived a scare from Bolivar to earn an 8-7 win over the Athletics
on Wednesday night. Drew Pixley (Mineral Area) scored the game-winning run
on an Andrew Jesse (St. Joseph’s, Ind.) sacrifice fly in the top of the
ninth...Sunday, the Dodgers rallied from a 3-0 deficit to defeat Webster, 8-4, in a
game played at Arkrport Central School as part of the 22nd annual Arkport
Summerfest...Sean Toler (Missouri State) and JC Casey (Missouri State)
combined on a three-hitter against Allegany County on Friday night. Toler
worked a one-hit bid through six innings and Casey yielded just two hits in the
final three innings...The Dodgers are outscoring opponents in every inning this
season but the sixth and the ninth...Crunching the Numbers: Hornell is 18-0
when leading after the sixth inning..Who's Hot: Abe Steinbach (Emporia State)
hit .538 and tied for the team lead with seven hits. Ryan Maxa (Gardner-Webb)
recorded two wins in two relief appearances.

Little Falls (2-2 week, 13-16 overall): After an eight-game week before the
All-Star break, the Miners split four games this past week with wins over
Watertown and Saratoga and two defeats at the hands of first-place Glens Falls.
The Miners are 1-6 against the Golden Eagles this summer...Eastern Division
Player of the Week Nick Campbell (Bryant) celebrated his 20th birthday on
Thursday night with a walk-off single against Saratoga...A night before
Campbell’s walk-off winner, the Miners and Golden Eagles combined for 22 runs
in @ 12-10 shootout loss. Little Falls rallied from an 11-4 deficit but could not get
closer than two. The game ended with the potential tying run on second
base...Jared Freni (Massachusetts) whirled his second-straight nine-strikeout
performance on Friday night against Saratoga. He allowed five hits and walked
one in one of his best starts of the season...Saturday, Nate Bayuk (Boston
College) fanned 10 and held Glens Falls to four hits in six innings but the offense
managed just five hits against three Golden Eagles pitchers...A season-high
crowd of 379 witnessed Thursday’s game between Glens Falls and Little
Falls...Crunching the Numbers: The Miners have hit eight of their 10 home
runs this season away from Veteran’s Park..Who's Hot: Jeff Lieneck (Wheaton,
Mass.), Taylor Traub (Oakland), Dave Wendt (Dowling) and Joaquin Valdes
(Palm Beach Atlantic) all had five hits; Valdes drove in a team-high four runs.

Niagara (2-1 week, 8-16 overall): The Power ripped off two wins in three
games last week with a road victory over Elmira and a seven-inning home win
against Geneva on Saturday...Niagara’s win at Elmira on Wednesday was their
first win over the Pioneers in franchise history. The victory was just Niagara’s

Geneva. After giving up two runs in the first, he held the red-hot Red Wings
